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10.1 That,the Hon’ble Court may kindly be pleased to call for
the records of the case from the concerned respondents.
10.2 That, this Hon’ble Court may kindly be pleased to set aside

the order dated 15.03.2024(Annexure-P/1) issued by the
respondendent.
10.3That, this Hon’ble Court may kindly be pleased to issue an
appropriate writ to the respondent authorities to conduct fair
and proper enquiry relating to arbitrary increase and illegal
recovery of maintenance charge and to take swift actions for
welfare of the society.
10.4That, this Hon’ble Court may kindly be pleased to issue an
appropriate writ to the respondent authorities to revoke
imposition and recovery of maintenance charge on area basis
for being discriminatory and further direct them to fix a
reasonable amount for every house equally.
10.5Any other relief which this Hon’ble Court may deem fit and
proper in the facts and circumstances of the case be also
granted, with cost.
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2. Learned State counsel raises an objections that petitioners are
having alternate remedy under Section 64 of Corporative
Societies Act, 1960 (hereinafter referred as the “Act of
1960)-

3 Learned counsel for petitioners submits that petitioners are the
members of Registered Corporative Society registered in the
name and style of Metro Greens Residents Corporative
Society Maryadit, Baronda, Raipur. He contended that there
are about 224 residential plot and accommodation in the
society out of which only 21 are of big size. Initially the
maintenance charge fixed by society was very less which
was increased time to time and now. It has been increased to
1.70 per square feet. Earlier, the amount towards
maintenance charges was fixed for plot/accommodation as
Rs. 800 per house/plot which was subsequently, without any
procedure of law, has been fixed at the rate of per square
feet. Fixing rate per square feet was agitated by petitioners
and have also submitted an application before Registrar,
Corporative Society who, in turn, directed Deputy Registrar
to conduct an enquiry. The enquiry was conducted in which
statement of petitioners and other members of society was
also recorded however, thereafter Deputy Registrar.
Corporrative Society, Raipur, instead of deciding the issue,
has observed that the issue may be settled in a meeting
between members of society or else they may approach
appropriate forum under Section 64 of the Act of 1960. It is
contended by learned counsel for petitioner that if dispute
raised by petitioner, ought not to have been considered in its
form, which is presented before the Registrar, at that time
only, they could have been directed to file appropriate
proceeding under Section 64 of the Act of 1960 instead of
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initiating other proceeding of enquiry etc., therefore, in view
of the objection raise by learned State counsel, he may be
permitted to file appropriate proceedings under Section 64 of
the Act of 1960 and at the same time, it be directed to
conclude the proceedings at the earliest without any further
delay.

4. Considering the submission made by counsel for respective
parties as also the nature of grievance raised in this writ
petition, this writ petition i1s disposed of permitting
petitioners to approach appropriate authority under Section
64 of the Act of 1960.

5. In the event petitioners file proceedings under Section 64 of
the Act of 1960, the concerned authority shall consider and
decide the same expeditiously, without any further delay, in
accordance with law, keeping in mind that petitioners have
already approached Registrar a year ago.”’
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
